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Significance of work

Excluding intellectually impaired individuals from participating in research based on the argument of limited capacity can be unethical and a human rights violation. As co-constructors of studies that may affect them directly, adults living with intellectual impairment need not be excluded from mainstream research. By virtue of their expertise on the topic, their voice may stand in public and scientific service on disability matters.
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
